21. General architectural description: 

This 1½-story wood frame dwelling features a basic rectangular shape which measures 47' N-S (deep) by 20' E-W 

(across).  Included in these dimension are the main 1.5-story front gabled section, and a lower, single-story, 

hipped-roof extension to the north (rear) elevation.  The house is supported by a low painted green concrete 

foundation, and its exterior walls are clad with painted green square-cut wood shingle siding.  The front gabled 

roof is moderately-pitched, with metal roofing material, and with painted green rafter ends exposed beneath the 

eaves.  A short red brick chimney is located on the ridge.  The house features a symmetrical façade which faces 

toward Park Avenue on the south elevation.  An enclosed, 6' by 8' gabled porch is centered on the façade.  A 

narrow, painted salmon color, wood-paneled door, with flanking single-light windows enters into the enclosed 

porch from a small concrete stoop.  A painted black wood-paneled door, covered by a silver aluminum storm 

door, enters the house's interior from within the enclosed porch.  The home's windows are primarily 3/1 (ribbon 

style) double-hung sash with decorative wood shutters.  A single-light fixed-pane window, and a 3-light fixed-

pane window, are located in the façade's upper gable end, however.  A back door enters the hipped-roof 

extension from a concrete stoop at the north end of the east elevation.  The extension's north and west walls are 

penetrated by paired 4-light hopper windows.

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23. Landscape or special setting features: This property is located on the north side of Park Avenue in the block 

west of North Park Road.  Planted grass front and back yards, as well as a wide side yard east of the house, are 

enclosed by an older 5' high wood privacy fence.  

24. Associated buildings, features or objects: 

Garage 

A wood frame garage, which measures 12' N-S by 26' E-W, is located northeast of the house.  This building is 

supported by a concrete slab foundation, and its exterior walls are clad with painted green square-cut wood shingles.  

The garage is covered by a steeply-pitched front gable roof, with metal roofing material and with painted green rafter 

ends exposed beneath the eaves.  A painted green vertical wood plank overhead garage door is located on the east 

elevation. This door opens onto a long gravel driveway which extends to Broad Street to the west.  A narrow painted 

red wood-paneled door, and a 4-light window, are located on the south elevation.  A shed-roofed extension to the 

garage's north elevation is used for exterior storage.

Routt County Assessor files indicate that this 1½-story dwelling was built in 1938.  This date seems plausible 

given the house's Bungalow style architectural characteristics, and its overall condition.  A single-story hipped-

roof extension to the north (rear) elevation is either part of the original house or an early addition.  The Assessor 

records also indicate that the 6' by 8' enclosed front porch dates to 1964.

Routt County Assessor records indicate that this house was built in 1938.  Information about its earliest residents 

and owners has not been uncovered.  Mountain States Telephone and Telegraph directories for Steamboat 

Springs reveal that this was the home of Dean Richmond, and later Farrell Richmond, from the mid-1950s to the 

early 1970s.  The property's current owners are John E. and Shelley D. Luchini, having purchased it from the 

McKee family in October of 1980.  Mr. and Mrs. Luchini apparently maintain this property as a rental, as their 

primary residence is at 906 The Boulevard.

42. Statement of significance: 

This property is historically significant for its associations with Steamboat Springs' residential development 

dating from the time of its construction, circa 1938.  The house is also architecturally significant for its modest 

local expression of the Bungalow style, including such features as its exposed rafter ends and ribbon-style 

double hung windows.  The property's historical and architectural significance is not to the extent that it would 

qualify for individual listing in the National Register of Historic Places or in the State Register of Historic 

Properties.  The property, though, may be considered eligible for designation as a local landmark in the Routt 

County Register of Historic Places.  

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance: 

This property displays an overall high standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as 

defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society - setting, location, design, materials, 

workmanship, feeling and association.  Apart from a reasonably compatible enclosed front porch, reportedly 

erected in 1964, the house is minimally altered from its historic appearance.
