21. General architectural description: 

The attractive residence at 31 Park Avenue consists of an original single-story front gabled dwelling, with a two-

story gabled addition to its south (rear) elevation.  The house is supported by a low concrete foundation, faced 

with stone, and its exterior walls are clad with wide beige color horizontal wood siding, with painted white 1" by 

4" corner boards.  Vergeboards, which create a Gothic arch in the upper gable ends, are clad with square-cut 

wood shingles.  The house's front gable roof is moderately-pitched, with brown metal roofing material, and with 

painted white boxed eaves.  A stone fireplace chimney is located on the east elevation.  The home's windows 

consist primarily of 1x1 horizontal sliders, single-light casements, and tripled single-light casements.  A painted 

green wood-paneled front door, with three upper sash lights, enters the center of the symmetrical façade on the 

north elevation from a non-historic open front porch.  This porch measures approximately 8' by 26', and features 

a wood plank floor, an open wood railing, 6" by 6" wood posts with brackets, and a gable roof.  The front entry 

door is flanked on either side by a fixed-pane window.  A 15-light glass-in-wood-frame door enters the two-story 

addition on the south (rear) elevation.  Another door enters the addition at the west end of the south elevation.

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23. Landscape or special setting features: This property is located on the south side of Park Avenue in the block 

west of North Park Road.  A woven wire fence encloses a planted grass front yard, and narrow side yards extend 

along the east and west sides of the house.  The property is landscaped with a large fir tree and several aspen 

trees.  

24. Associated buildings, features or objects: 

Garage/ Secondary Residence 

A modern-appearing two-stall garage, with living space in a second story above, is located near the rear of the 

property.  This building is supported by a low concrete foundation, and its exterior walls are clad with wide painted 

beige horizontal wood siding with painted white 1" by 4" corner boards.  The garage is covered by a moderately-

pitched front gable roof, with brown metal roofing material and boxed eaves.  A blue metal-paneled door enters the 

building at the north end of the west elevation.  Two beige color roll-away garage doors on the south elevation open 

onto a short concrete driveway which extends to the asphalt-paved alley.  A set of paired, painted white, glass-in-

wood-frame doors open from the second story onto a wooden balcony above the garage doors on the south elevation.  

The building's second story walls are penetrated by casement and fixed-pane windows with painted white wood 

frames and surrounds.

Routt County Assessor records indicate that the original portion of this house was built in 1946.  The extant 

dwelling appears significantly altered from its original construction, however.  The home's front porch does not 

appear historic, and a large two-story gabled addition has been built onto the south (rear) elevation.  The 

Assessor records also reveal that the large detached garage/ secondary residence at the rear of the property was 

built in 2004, and it is likely that the rear addition to the house was completed at the same time.  An Assessor's 

sketch shows that the original single-story, front-gabled, house measured 36' N-S (deep) by 26' E-W (across).  A 

21' by 24' garage, reportedly built in 1970, was evidently replaced by the existing garage/secondary residence in 

2004.

Routt County Assessor records indicate that the original portion of this house was built circa 1946, and it has 

evidently served as a single-family residence from that time to the present (2008).  Raymond Urbom, who is listed 

at the address in the (earliest available) 1956 Mountain States Telephone and Telegraph directory, may be the 

original owner.   Information regarding other owners and residents through the 1970s remains somewhat 

obscure.  By 1980, 31 Park Avenue was owned by Donna J. Rue, who had apparently moved here during the 

previous five years.  Ms. Rue sold the property to Victoria, Patricia and Richard McGrath in June of 1981.  The 

McGrath family then owned the property for the next four years, before selling it to Robert E. and Mary L. Brassell 

in September of 1985.  Current owners Ron E. and Bernadette D. Murray purchased the property form Mr. and 

Mrs. Brassell in August of 1996.

42. Statement of significance: 

This property is historically significant for its associations with Steamboat Springs' residential development 

dating from the time of its construction, circa 1946.  The original house is also architecturally significant for its 

representative wood frame front-gabled plan.  The property's historical and architectural significance is not to the 

extent that it would qualify for individual listing in the National Register of Historic Places or in the State Register 

of Historic Properties.  Due to a substantial loss of integrity, the property should also be considered ineligible for 

local landmark designation.  

43. Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance: 

This well-maintained property displays a below average standard of integrity relative to the seven aspects of 

integrity as defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and 

Historic Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association.  The original 

house's physical integrity has been substantially reduced by the construction of a large two-story rear addition, 

and an open front porch addition.  The construction of a large garage/ secondary residence at the rear of the 

property diminishes the integrity of setting as well.
