General architectural description:

This tall, single-story, commercial building is located at the southern corner of Lincoln Avenue and 9th Street in
downtown Steamboat Springs. Fuzziwig's Candy Factory is the current retail occupant. The building features an
asymmetrical facade, which fronts directly onto the wide concrete sidewalk paralleling Lincoln Avenue on the
northeast elevation. A painted green wood-paneled door, with one upper sash light, and with flanking sidelights,
enters the northwest half of the facade. The entry door, and both sidelights, are each topped by a 4-light
transom, with painted green wood frames. Painted green wood-paneled kick plates are located beneath the
windows. Three vertically-oriented storefront display windows penetrate the southeast half of the fagade. Each
of these windows is also topped by a 4-light transom, with painted green wood frames and surrounds. The
windows are flanked by painted green, with painted purple trim, wood columns, and another such column
appears at the far northwest end of the fagade. The upper fagade wall is clad with painted green horizontal wood
siding, with vertically-oriented painted green wood panels with painted purple wood trim. A gabled, false-front,
parapet extends above the roofline over the northwest half of the fagade. A colorful wooden signband
advertising "Fuzziwig's Candy Factory," is fastened to the upper facade wall. The building's northwest elevation
fronts onto the concrete sidewalk paralleling 9th Street, where well-maintained flower boxes flank the sidewalk.
This wall is clad with painted green textured stucco. Three, vertically-oriented, single-light, fixed-pane windows,
penetrate the northwest elevation. The two larger of these windows have sandstone or concrete lugsills. A solid
wood service entry door is located near the rear (southwest) end of the northwest elevation. Another wood
signband, very similar to the one on the fagade, is fastened to the upper northwest elevation wall. A simple
cornice forms the top of the wall surface along the front part of the northwest elevation. The rear portion of the

building is slightly lower than the front, and, thus, may be an early addition. The building's southeast (side)

elevation abuts the White Hart Gallery building next door at 843 Lincoln Avenue. The southwest (rear) elevation
abuts 68 9th Street which is between this building and the alley.

Sanborn Insurance maps for Steamboat Springs indicate that the west half of Lot 5 and all of Lot 6, in Block 30 of
Steamboat Springs' Original Addition, were undeveloped through June of 1920. A reproduction of a circa 1910

plat map indicates that all of Lot 6, where this building is now located, comprised the "Auction Square.”

Oral sources in Steamboat Springs, interviewed during previous survey efforts, indicate that the Leukens' Motor
Garage occupied the west half of Lot 5 and all of Lot 6, here at the corner of Lincoln Avenue and 9th Street,
beginning circa 1924. Mountain States Telephone and Telegraph and Mountain Bell yellow pages (available from
1956 to the present) list the Leukens Motor Garage at this location until the late 1960s. In the late 1950s, Leukens
Motor Garage was a Chrysler-Plymouth dealership, and also sold International Harvester trucks, tractors and
farm machinery. In the mid-1960s, it was a Ford and Plymouth Dealership. Leukens Motor Garage was owned by
Claude Leukens, who reportedly served as a Routt County Commissioner and as Mayor of Steamboat Springs
during the 1950s and/or 1960s.

The Leukens Motor Garage closed its doors in the late 1960s, and former auto showroom was then either entirely
or substantially rebuilt. The southeast and northwest halves of the former dealership were divided into two
separate buildings with a separate storefronts facing onto Lincoln Avenue. This building comprises the
northwest half of the former dealership and has the address of 845 Lincoln Avenue. The adjacent building which
comprises the southeast half of the former dealership has the address of 843 Lincoln Avenue. The Lewis and
Clark Gallery of Western Art was located in this building for a time in the mid-1970s. The Martinizing Dry
Cleaning shop was then located here for a number of years in the 1980s. The building was next used as a
Haagen Daz Ice Cream shop in the early 1990s, followed by another ice cream parlor called Banana Boat Ice
Cream, in the mid-to-late 1990s. Presently (in 2007) the building is home to Fuzziwig's Candy Factory.

The Leukens Motor Garage, which existed here between circa 1924 and the late 1960s, was historically significant

for its associations with Steamboat Springs' commercial growth. The building may also have been architecturally

significant as an example of a 1920s era automobile showroom. This significance was lost, however, when the

building was substantially rebuilt, probably in the early 1970s. As aresult, this building is ineligible for individual

listing in the National Register of Historic Place, or State Register of Historic Properties. It may also be

considered ineligible for listing on the Routt County Historic Register, and it would be considered a non-

contributing resource within a potential National Register historic district.

Assessment of historic physical integrity related to significance:

This building displays a below-average standard of physical integrity, relative to the seven aspects of integrity as

defined by the National Park Service and the Colorado Historical Society, Office of Archaeology and Historic

Preservation - setting, location, design, materials, workmanship, feeling and association. No tangible visual

evidence of the historic Leukens Motor Garage remains in evidence.
